Case 2012-833 – 1317 Clay St – Respondent: Debbie Lashley & Greg Shehan – Code Enforcement Officer: David Herrman
Citation amount: $255.75
Herrman explained that this was a Roaming inspection for overgrown grass.  We cited the property owner and had our contractor mow the lot.  This has been an ongoing problem for some time.
Webb also wanted to point out that if there is one more citation issued to Lashley, she will be coming back in front of the CEB for a Repeat Offender Designation.  She will fall under category A) A fourth (4th) citation for any violations of subsections listed above involving any of the person’s properties within a two year period.
Case 2012-19 – 404 State St – Respondent: Alfred Moses – Code Enforcement Officer: Tabitha Joiner
Citation amount: $80.75

Joiner stated that this was a complaint that came through the system and the violations that were found was chipping, flaking, and peeling paint on the entire structure.  The owner is deceased so Joiner has been in contact with owner’s son, Al Moses.  He says he has a contractor that is working on getting the painting completed.  As of 6/26/12, no work has been started.  
Moses came to the podium and said his contractor will have the painting completed within 6-10 days.  Moses stated that he lives out of town most of the time and tries to get back once a month to keep a check on things.

Joiner also stated that there were a few extra violations that needed to be fixed which is: tire removal, rotting wood and gutter falling off the front of the house.

Moses stated those items will also be taken care of when the painting is done.

Rockhold made a motion to uphold the citation and the fine and to also give Al Moses until the July 24, 2012 CEB meeting to get the property in compliance including the extra violations.  Eichelberger seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Webb explained that this property had chipping, flaking and peeling paint.  The home appears to be vacant and the inspector also attempted to call the realtor, but was unsuccessful.  

Bunch stated that she was not living in the home at the time the citation was received.  Bunch stated that she never received any Notice of Violation and it was not returned to Code Enforcement either.  Her daughter lives at the home.
