Case 2011-1974 – 1306 Smallhouse Rd – Respondent: William Bowen – Owner: Wagoner Rodrick Lee & Janice Jo – Officer: Teddy Webb

Citation amount: $55.59

Work order amount: $25.00

Webb explained he sent out a Notice of Violation for overgrown grass to the property owner, when the follow up inspection was completed the property was still in violation, so a citation & work order was issued to get the yard mowed.  The contractor arrived at the property and had finished weed eating and was asked to leave the property by the tenants.  The $25.00 was to cover the weed eating work that was completed.  
Bowen came to the podium and stated that he did not know anything about the Notice of Violation.  He is renting to own this property and borrows a friend’s lawn mower about every two weeks.  He was able to get the property mowed the day after the city contractor was there.
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation, waive the citation fee but uphold the work order fee.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
· OLD BUSINESS
Case 2011-917 – 1586 Old Louisville Rd – Respondent: Tony Jones – Officer: David Herrman

Citation amount: $505.59

Herrman stated that as of today the property is in compliance.  Pictures were shown to show the work that had been done.  A detailed list was given to Jones with pictures attached with each violation so it would be clear on what needed to be completed.

Jones came to the podium and asked the board if there was anything else that could be done on the other fees assessed on this property.

Rockhold made the motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine, but the two other citation and fines written will stand.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously. 
Case 2010-1466 – 1333 Scottsville Road – Respondent: William Davis & Keith Dietz – Code Official: David Herrman

Citation amount - $200.00

Herrman stated that as of today this property is still in violation of the Planning & Zoning ordinance.
Mickey Swift was present; he is the director of this recovery home.  Due to illness, Dietz could not attend & Davis, the owner, was not present either.  Swift stated that as of today there are 13 residents at this recovery home.  Swift stated that they have not received any kind of complaints on the recovery home, but compliments instead.  
Broderick added that the Dietz has stated that he has been in contact with someone with the U.S. Department of Justice & that no action will be in the immediate future.  No timeline could be given on how soon action will be taken.

Rockhold made a motion to:

1.  Order the Group Living Facility closed as of the date of this meeting.  

2.  Allow the tenants to vacate the property by 1:00 PM on September 27, 2011.  

3.  The property is to be inspected by the Code Enforcement inspector at 1:00 PM on September 27, 2011 and report the findings to the CEB at their September meeting at 5:00 PM. 

4.  If the property is not vacated on September 27th then a $3000. 00 fine will be enforced against the property owner and a $300.00 per day fine starting September 28, 2011 will commence and will not end till the property is in compliance with the CEB order.  

5.  The CEB further requires that a lien be placed on the violation property until paid.

6.  If the property is reported to be In-Compliance on September 27, 2011 then all outstanding fines to-date will be waived.

7.  If an Appeal to District Court is instituted by the property owner, William Davis, all CEB orders will be continued until District Court’s ruling.  If the appeal is denied by District Court then the compliance date to this order will be continued 30 days after the ruling by District Court.

Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
