After all business was conducted went into closed session and received updates on some cases.
HEARING AGENDA

CASE #1
Case 2018-5170 – Citation 2018-9197.5 – 1226 Kenton St – Owner: PYDR LLC – Respondent: Brian Lowder - Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation & Fees: $153.92

Schargorodski explained the case to the board.  The violations are as follows:
· More than one broken/boarded/missing window
· Dangerous building (vacant building with disconnected utilities since 2015 and also having loose/rotting materials on walls/roof)
· Vacant structure or property not maintained in good condition
· Uncovered basement/crawlspace openings 
· Missing/inadequate protective treatment (missing siding, fascia, etc along the rear of the dwelling with exposed roof structure)
Schargorodski presented an email to the CENB that was from Brian Lowder.  This email gave a brief breakdown of what would be happening with the property, Lowder has a long term plan.  This lead to a 60 day extension.  On 10/24/18, after the case had been opened for more than 90 days, Schargorodski discussed the violations with Napper.  They agreed that the owner had been given enough time to make a positive improvement to the property.  Therefore on 10/24/18 a citation was issued.
Brian Lowder came forward to address the board.  He stated that in the last 12 months that he has been overwhelmed with the number of NOV’s from the City and he has a problem with the city driving around looking for violations.  On this property, Lowder explained that he has every intention of demoing this building if the board would be willing to give him 6 months to complete the work.  He also asked if the board would be willing to waive the fine.  Lowder also mentioned that he could go over and board the windows up.

James Napper spoke to Lowder agreeing that it would be good to get the windows boarded up in the next few days, then within the next 30 days come in and get a building permit.  That would temporarily resolve some of the current violations as well as keep vagrants from getting inside the home.  Windows stay can stay boarded up for no more than 60 days.

Simpson asked Lowder if he would like this in writing so he knows exactly what we are asking.  Lowder stated that it would be helpful.

Thomas made a motion to table the citation and fees until the January 22, 2019 CENB meeting.  Simpson seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
CASE #2
BG-2018-03-PC – 615 Cabell Dr – Owner: Grant & Shauna Wilson - Officer: James Heady

Citation & Fees: $300.00

This is a Planning & Zoning case that was worked by James Heady.  Heady let the board know that the screening violation has almost completed and just tonight a final proposal was submitted and that looks like it will work.  A copy was provided to the board.

ZO Article 4.5.4.C.10.a – Parking Standard. – All parking areas in the RM-2, RM-3, and RM-4 zoning districts shall be paved with asphalt, concrete, brick pavers, or similar material.

ZO Article 4.5.4.D – Landscaping.  All multi-family residential development shall comply with the minimum landscaping standards set forth in Section 4.6.8.D Landscaping.

ZO Article 4.5.8.D.5 – Screening of Service Structures and Equipment.  All trash disposal units and ground level storage units shall be enclosed within walls, vegetation, or earthen berm on all sides with an opening door for the removal of trash or stored items.

Peterson also addressed the board letting them know once this proposal has been reviewed they will get with Wilson if any more changes are needed but at this time the citation and fees will need to be tabled.
Thomas made a motion to table the citation and fees.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
An update to this case will be heard on January 22, 2019.

Myles & Sons Properties LLC – Officer: James Napper

 X  Category A – Received a 4th Citation for any violations involving any properties owned 

   by the violator within two years.

 X  Category B – Received a 3rd Citation for any violations involving any properties owned 

   by the violator within one year.

 X  Category C – Has outstanding unpaid citation fines and/or remedy charges on any 

   properties owned by the violator.  
All citations are final order.

Napper explained to the board that Myles & Sons Properties LLC is eligible for Repeat Offender under each category.  

Dearbone made a motion to designate Myles & Sons Properties LLC a Repeat Offender for a period of 24 months with future fines set at $1,200.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Thomas made a motion to go into closed session.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
After coming back in from closed session Dearbone made a motion to go no further with the hearings in district court for 0 Thames Valley Way, Charles English’s property.  Simpson seconded motion which passed 2-1.  Thomas abstained.  

Lastly Thomas made a motion to cancel the December 2018 CENB meeting.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
