Case 2013-3416 – 605 Woodford Ave – Owner: Tommy Craft – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $81.11
Christerson explained that this was a complaint that came to us by a tenant living in one of the units.  There was originally an infestation of insects and the other main problem was the electrical panel.  There is only one electrical box that is behind a door with a lock on it.  When one unit’s power goes off, they cannot go to the electrical box and flip the breaker.  They have to wait for Craft or someone in his office to come to the location and flip the breaker.  The code says that each unit would need to have access to the breaker panel at all times or individual breaker boxes for each unit.  A Notice of Violation was sent to the property owner about those violations.  In the meantime, there was a fire in one of the units and when BG Firefighters arrived they noticed the lights were flickering.  After some investigation and the Cities Electrical Inspector was called in, it was determined that the meter base “neutral” had burnt out.  BGMU was called and the meter was pulled.
Craft stated that he did not give tenants a copy of the key to the door where the breaker box was because there are other things he keeps in there as well.  Appliances and things like that are stored there.  Craft continued arguing the fact that now that the lights were flickering on and off, he now has to rewire the whole building.  Webb reiterated again that the “neutral” was burnt out in the meter and could not be reset.  That could have caused an even bigger fire than what originally happened.  Christerson also added that now that this property is considered a “problem structure,” the time limit for compliance is set in the ordinance, as 60 days.
Thomas asked if the staff has a recommendation.  Webb stated an electrical permit needs to be in place and the structure brought back up to code.  Davenport stated to the board that they might want to revisit this in 30 to 60 days.  The work will have to be satisfactory for the City’s Electrical inspector as well as BGMU.  Christerson added that after the 60 days is up, a new citation would be issued, which Craft would have the right to appeal or we could forgo issuing another citation and bring it back to the board to seek demolition of the property.  Craft did not like that idea.

Craft asked if he could change the building from five units to a duplex and Webb stated yes only if Craft has obtained the required permits and everything passes inspection which includes electrical work.  

Simpson made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

The CEB has requested that Craft come back in front of the CEB on November 26, 2013 to give the board an update on the work that has been completed on the property to date.
