Case 2012-556 – 519 Main Ave W – Respondent: Earl Jackson/David Thomas – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $505.75
Webb stated that there had not been any work completed on the property since our November 2012 meeting.  

Rev. Jackson was present to represent the Church.  Jackson stated that some of the windows had been replaced, the gutters had been replaced & some painting had been completed.  He stated the church members had met over the past 3 – 4 Saturdays to work on the property.  David Thomas, who had been helping with getting the property back into compliance, was not present at the meeting, but Jackson stated that Thomas had told him that the boards would be able to go back on over the windows until the interior work had been completed.  Jackson stated that they could probably get the interior and exterior completed in two to four weeks.
Webb stated that putting the boards back over the windows was part of the original order and boards were not allowed to stay up on a property more than 60 days.  And as of now the boards have already been on for over 60 days.

Jack Thomas explained that Jackson needs to get a list from a contractor on what all will need to be completed on the interior.  Get those items fixed so the home can be rented.  Jackson stated he thought he could get that from David Thomas.

Citation amount: $542.25
Moses did not appear.
Napper explained that this case has been open since 8/23/12 as a complaint.  There is a tenant residing at the home and we have been unsuccessful with getting any compliance out of the owner.  There was a lot of contact between the owner and the inspector.  The violations that are present are weeds/overgrown grass, peeling/chipping/flaking paint, chimney repair, gutter repair, fascia and soffit repair.  There have been three citations issued.  
A Nathanial Spencer came into the office to speak with Napper, and he stated that he would be completing the work for Moses.  As of today there has been some scrapping of paint and some painting has been completed, as well as the gutter on the front porch has been repaired.

Rockhold made a motion to start a per day fine on April 23, 2013 in the amount of $300.00 per day if the work has not been completed by April 23, 2013.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.
