· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Webb responded to this complaint.  The complaint was for inoperable vehicles and parking in the grass.  A Notice of Violation was sent and when the violation was not corrected a Citation was issued.  On the Citation follow up, the violations were corrected.

Wilder made the motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Parrigin seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2011-3168 – 102 Bookstore Way – Respondent: Robert Hall – Code Enforcement Officer: Teddy Webb

Citation amount: $50.00

Webb explained that this was a vehicle parked on the street, advertising his business that was just up the street.  This is not allowed to be where it was because this use is considered advertising on the right of way and off premise advertising.  Advertising on your vehicle is allowed, just not if it is being parked on the right of way adjacent to the business.  Webb spoke with Hall about moving the vehicle to the business property & when he refused to move it, a citation was issued.

Hall started explaining that he was told that he could park there.  There is no permit required for directional signs, so he should be allowed to park his vehicle wherever he wants.  He received a letter from the Bowling Green Police Dept. saying that he could park his vehicle there.  

Rockhold responded to Hall by stating that the citation was issued because the vehicle was parked in the city right of way and signs are not allowed to be in the city right of way.

Rockhold made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
