CASE #1
Case 2016-6499 – Citation BG 121148 – BAC Parking Lot –Respondent: Timothy Schueler – Officer: Matt Hughes
Citation fees: $50
Officer Hughes came forward and explained to the board that the citation had been issued because the violator was parked in a handicap spot with no placard.  The officer further explained that the handicap sign that is for that spot is facing out, which is why the ticket was issued.

Schueler passed some new pictures around to the board and then explained that the handicap spaces behind where he parked are all marked as handicap.  There are paintings on the ground indicating they are handicap spaces, but where his vehicle was parked there were no paintings on the pavement indicating this.  There is a sign behind the space, but Schueler stated that he thought that was for the spots behind where he parked.  If he realized that was truly handicapped he would not have parked there.  
It was expressed by the board members that this can be confusing to customers visiting this business that the handicap signs are painted on the ground in one place and not in another.
