Officer Deeb provided pictures of the vehicle parked half in the handicap space and half in the regular parking space.  There was a handicap sign in the parking spot that was visible.

Harrison explained that this was right after the bad winter storm hit and she couldn’t see the lines very well.  She was attempting to park in the first non-handicap space available.  She did not see anything on the pavement to indicate a handicap parking space so she thought she was ok.  She also did not see the handicap sign.

Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Tim Butts explained that the tree has been completely cut up and logs stacked for firewood with the exception of the larger logs.  These have been placed around the fire pit in the back yard for seating.  Our case is incompliance and we will be closing it.
Deere made a motion to close the Code Enforcement case, uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.
Case 2014-455 – 605 Woodford Ave – Owner: Tommy Craft – Code Enforcement Officer: James Napper

James Napper explained that all the violations have been corrected but a few minor things.  Napper stated that he would continue working this case and as of right now we are still in the Notice of Violation stage, but we will bring it back in front of the CEB if we are not getting compliance.
Case 2013-800 – 1223 Indianola St – Owner: Richard & Susan Jones – Representative: Luke Williams - Code Enforcement Officer: James Napper

Williams stated that his son Zach met Napper at the property and walked him through three of the four remaining apartments.  Williams asked if there were any other violations in those units.

Napper explained that all the units, especially the ones that are occupied, need to have working smoke detectors.  

Williams explained that they are still waiting for a definite answer on the financing, but it is not looking favorable for them to do the remodel.  He thinks they need go ahead and focus on fixing the existing problems.  He asked for a good list of violations to work off of.
After explaining that there have been Notice of Violations, Citations and Finding of Facts sent to the PVA listed address, Williams stated that he sends all the mail straight to Richard Jones unless it is addressed directly to him.  Tabitha Joiner provided him with a copy of the February 25, 2014 Finding of Fact letter that had all the violations on there up to that point.  Napper will put together a list that will be provided to Williams no later than Friday, March 28, 2014.  

Williams stated that they paint the property every year and that they will paint it again this year.  Napper clarified that the property is being painted, but over the chipping paint.  So it still has the chipping, flaking paint.  Wilder explained that the chipping paint needs to be scrapped before painting, then it will be done correctly and hopefully last a few years.
Jack Thomas commented that he would like to see substantial progress made on this property by the time we meet next month, April 22, 2014.  Jerry Wilder asked how much time Williams thought it might take to bring the property into compliance?  
Williams could not provide a timeline due to him not knowing what needs to be fixed.  Randy Deere advised that Williams meet with Napper and go over all the items that need to be brought into compliance.  
Deere made a motion to give Jones and Williams until April 22, 2014 to get as much of the exterior and interior violations brought back into compliance by the April 22, 2014 CEB meeting.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
